Explore West End — 7.8 km loop, approximately 3–4 hours

1	 Marjorie Bay — This stunning bay is 
a favourite. Enjoy a dip in the natural 
lagoon in the reef.

2	 Mabel Cove — Some say they can 
see a crocodile in the rocks in this 
beautiful protected bay.

3	 Cathedral Rocks — The seal 
viewing platform provides the perfect 
vantage point to watch the long-nosed 
fur seals frolicking below.

4	 Cape Vlamingh — Natural arch, 
crashing waves, osprey eagles, marine 
mammals. A spot not to be missed.

5	 Radar Reef — A popular surfing 
spot for the adventurous. Enjoy the 
breathtaking views of the southern 
coast of the island.

The western end of the island is home  
to burrowing Shearwater seabirds. 
Please remain on the paths at all  
times to avoid any damage to nest,  
chicks or birds.
